Družba sestara Klanjateljica Krvi Kristove osnovana je 1834. godine u Acutu (Italija). 
Povijest Družbe započinje s njezinom utemeljiteljicom svetom Mariom De Mattias, 
koja je krenula u veliku avanturu ostvarivanja Božjega djela proizašlog iz njezine 
duboke kontemplacije i uranjanja u otajstvo Krvi raspetoga Krista.

Sveta Maria De Mattias,

Sveta Maria De Mattias rođena je u talijanskom mjestu Vallecorsa 4. veljače 1805. U 
dobi od 29 godina napušta rodnu Vallecorsu i odlazi u Acuto s nakanom da osnuje 
zajednicu koja će promicati slavu božanske Krvi i posvećenje duša radeći na duhovnoj, 

moralnoj i socijalnoj obnovi društva, posebno radeći na odgoju i poučavanju djevojčica. 

S takvom vizijom 4. ožujka 1834. u malom brdovitom Acutu osniva zajednicu 
Klanjateljica Krvi Kristove.

Maria započinje rad s djecom otvarajući škole unatoč skromnim uvjetima. Uz to 
organizira razne susrete, pobožnosti i duhovne obnove te otvara vrata samostana 
ženama koje se povremeno žele povući u sabranost i molitvu. Zbog svoje gorljivosti 
zovu je „žena koja propovijeda" te je mnogi dolaze slušati čak i iz udaljenih mjesta.

Iako je Maria najviše radila s djevojčicama u školi i sa ženama na pobožnim susretima, 
nijedan čovjek nije bio izuzet iz njezine ljubavi i apostolata. Njoj je svaki čovjek dragi 
bližnji jer jaKrist za svakoga prolio svoju Krv. Zato je duhovno i materijalno pomagala 

svakomu, a osobito siromasima.
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Adorers of the Blood of Christ
The Congregation of the Adorers of the Blood of Christ was founded in 1834 in Acuto, 
Italy. The history of the Congregation began with its foundress, St. Maria De Mattias, 
who embarked on a great adventure of achieving Gods work resulting from her deep 
contemplation and immersion in the mystery of the Blood of the crucified Christ.

St. Maria De Mattias
foundress of the Congregation of the Adorers of the Blood of Christ

St. Maria De Mattias was born in the Italian village Vallecorsa, on the 4th of February, 
1805. At the age of 29 she left her birth town Vallecorsa and went to Acuto. Her 
intention was to create a community that would promote the glory of the Blood of 
Christ and the sanctification of souls by working on spiritual, moral and social renewal 
with the emphasis on the education of girls. With this vision, she established the 
community of the Adorers of the Blood of Christ on 4th of March, 1834 in the small, 
hilly village of Acuto.

Maria began working with children, opening schools in spite of the poor conditions. 
In addition, she would organize various gatherings including devotions and spiritual 
renewals, opening the doors of her convent to women who sometimes wanted to 
retreat in recollection and prayer. Due to her fervour she was called “the woman who 
preaches” and many people came from even remote locations to listen to her.

Although Maria was predominantly working with girls at school and with women at 
prayer meetings, no on.e was excluded from her charity and apostolate. Every person 
was a dear neighbour to her, just as Christ shed his blood for everyone. Thus, she helped 
everyone spiritually and materially, especially the poor.

Maria de Mattias died in Rome on 20th of August 1866. She was proclaimed blessed 

on 1st of October 1950 and canonised on the 18th of May 2003.

Even today, the Adorers live and embody the same enthusiasm, charisma and 
spirituality throughout the world. And they, like their Foundress at the feet of the 

Crucified, continue to absorb that love and inspiration to reach all souls who are in 

need of the living Word and their effective love.

Sestre Klanjateljice Krvi Kristove dolaze u Banja Luku iz Austrije (Feldkirch) 7. 

listopada 1879. na poziv trapističkog priora Franza Pfannera. Turski čardak, preuređen 

za stanovanje, postao je prvi sestrinski samostan te je nazvan Nazaret.

Sestre ubrzo po dolasku grade škole i osnivaju nove zajednice, najprije u okolici Banja 
Luke, a potom i u drugim dijelovima Bosne i Hercegovine. Od 1927. na poziv mnogih 

župnika i zbog potreba rada s djecom osnivaju prve zajednice u Hrvatskoj, a u Zagrebu 

otvaraju prvu zajednicu 1933. godine.

Nakon Drugog svjetskog rata (1941-1945) sestre su suočene s oduzimanjem imovine - 
vlastitih škola i kuča - te nastavljaju život i poslanje unutar svojih samostana i usmjeruju 

se prema župama u kojima osnivaju nove zajednice.

Domovinski rat (1991-1995) prekida razgranate apostolsko djelovanje. Sestre su 
protjerane iz nekih mjesta te odlaze u druga odgovarajući tako na Kristov poziv da s 

njim sudjeluju u otkupiteljskom poslanju.

Klanjateljice Krvi Kristove i danas slijede poziv i poslanje svoje Utemeljiteljice. Po 

raznim službama naviještanja evanđelja i promicanja ljudskoga društva, po molitvi 
i nošenju križa Kristova, po svakidašnjem sudjelovanju u izgradnji tijela Kristova i 

danas svojim životom i djelovanjem pomažu da svako stvorenje napreduje prema 

onom lijepom poretku stvari što gaje Sin Božji došao utemeljiti svojom krvlju.

Sestre Regije Zagreb danas žive i djeluju na području Republike Hrvatske, Bosne i 

Hercegovine, Austrije, Njemačke i Australije.



Adorers of the Blood of Christ 
Provmce/Region Zagreb
Adorers of the Blood of Christ came to Banja Luka from Austria (Feldkirch) on 7th of 
October 1879 on the call of the Trappist prior Franz Pfanner. The Turkish blockhouse, 

converted to housing, became the first convent and was called Nazareth.

Shortly after arrival, the Sisters started building schools and establishing new 

communities, primarily in the area of Banja Luka, and then in other parts of Bosnia 

and Herzegovina. Since 1927, in response to the invitations of many parish priests and 
because of the need to educate children, the Sisters began opening communities in 

Croatia and eventually the first community in Zagreb opened in 1933.

After World War II (1941-1945) the Sisters were faced with the confiscation of 

property - their own schools and homes. They continued their life and mission within 
their monasteries but eventually they moved out to the parishes where they started 

establishing new communities.

The war in Croatia (1991-1995) prevented the Sisters from pursuing their apostolic 

mission. They were expelled from some places and so went on to others, following the 

way of Christs call to participate with him in his redemptive mission.

Adorers of the Blood of Christ still follow the call and mission of their Foundress, by 

their prayer life, proclaiming the Gospel through various services, by promoting a more 

humane society, thus participating in building up the Body of Christ. And in this way, 

the Sisters help each person in progressing towards that beautiful order, established by 

the blood of the Son of God.

The Sisters from Zagreb Region currently live and work in the Republic of Croatia, 

Bosnia and Herzegovina, Austria, Germany and Australia.

Poslijeratno stanje (nakon 1945. godine) u bivšoj Jugoslaviji pojačalo je emigraciju. 

Mnogi su Hrvati gledali Australiju kao „obećanu zemlju" zemlju slobode i blagostanja.

Crkva je pojačala zalaganje za migrante, a redovničke zajednice nisu uzmicale pred 

problemom pružanja tako osjetljive pomoći.

Klanjateljice Provincije Zagreb otvoreno su i s povjerenjem u Krv Jaganjčevu, kako 

bi odgovorile potrebama vremena, pozitivno odgovorile na molbu vlč. Josipa Kasića 

(svećenika Vrhbosanske nadbiskupije), koji je radio u Australiji. Vlč. Kasič bio je 
odgovoran za emigrante u državi Victoria, a u Melbourne-u je sagradio Hrvatski centar, 

jer je tu već doselilo mnogo Hrvata a dosta ih je bilo raspršeno po drugim mjestima.

Vrhovna uprava željela je da ovaj pothvat prihvate s. Klara Jakovljevič i s. Irma 
Bullesbach, koje su tada boravile u Provinciji Schaan, i još dvije sestre iz Provincije 

Zagreb. Tako 14. srpnja 1963. stižu u Schaan s. Judita Baljkas i s. Josipa Santro. Sve 

četiri sestre 25. srpnja 1963. odlaze u Rim, gdje ih 3. kolovoza u audijenciju prima papa 
I 

Pavao VI.

Dana 11. prosinca 1963. poletjele su za Australiju.

Post war situation (from 1945) in former Yugoslavia increased emigration. Many 
Croats saw Australia as a "promised land” the land of freedom and prosperity.

The Church has started to strengthen her care for migrants, and religious communities 
have not retreated from the need of providing such necessary assistance.

Adorers from the Zagreb Province responded with the. open heart and trust in the 
Blood of the Lamb, according to the needs of that time (1960s) to the request of 
Fr. Josip Kasić (priest of the Bosnian Archdiocese), who had already ministered in 
Australia for some time. Fr. Kasić was responsible for settlers in the State of Victoria. 
The Croatian Centre was built by him in Melbourne, because there had been a great 
influx of Croats migrating to Australia at that time.

General Administration was keen to engage Sr. Klara Jakovljević and Sr. Irma 
Biillesbach in this project. At this time they lived in the Schaan Province, and two 
sisters from the Zagreb Province, Sr. Judita Baljkas and Sr. Josipa Santro, arrived in 
Schaan to join them. All four sisters travelled to Rome on 25th of July 1963, where «
they received an audience with Pope Paul VI on the 3rd of August, 1963.

On 11th of December 1963 the Sisters flew to Australia.

Upon arrival, the Sisters met many immigrants, as Sr. Judita vividly described: “Young 

people and children in national costumes, were waiting at the Melbourne airport and 

excitedly watched the aircraft landing. Our arrival has been reported in the media, so 

that the news would reach everyone. Making a sign of the cross I stepped down on to 
the ground of the new country”

“At the airport, children welcomed us with a beautiful bouquet of white gladiolus for 

each of us. Many Croatian immigrants welcomed us. Firstly, we were greeted by the 

representative of the Catholic Church, then by many others. Tears of joy showered 

many faces expressing the joy of our arrival.”
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Sestre su preuzele mnoge poslove: brinule su za vjersku pouku i crkveno pjevanje, 

poučavale su djecu u materinjem jeziku, otvorile su dječji vrtič, obilazile bolesne i 
osamljene. Kroz naredna su desetljeća proširile svoje djelovanje. Dogodilo se i to da su 

neka mjesta napustile, a drugdje nastavile djelovati.

U Australiji je kroz pedeset godina djelovalo trideset sestara, a tri od njih su kćeri 
hrvatskih iseljenika koje su u zajednicu Klanjateljica Krvi Kristove ušle na australskom 

tlu: s. Slavica Turčić, s. Tereza Kuzmić i s. Anđela Jurinić.

The Sisters have undertaken many tasks including: religious education, liturgical 

singing, Croatian language classes, visits to the sick and lonely people and they opened 
a child care centre. Through the coming decades they expanded their apostolate. It also 

happened that they left some places, and continued these works elsewhere.

For over 50 years, 30 Sisters have been working in Australia - three of them are 

daughters of Croatian immigrants who entered the community of the Adorers on 

Australian soil: Sr. Tereza Kuzmić, Sr. Slavica Turčić and Sr. Anđela Jurinić.

Australian Catholic schools, Child care, music lessons, preparing concerts and events...

Eucharistic Congress in 1973.

The Sisters also cared about their own education. They learned English and furthered 
their studies thus preparing themselves for many different ministries.

With the help of many donors, the Adorers were able to buy .their own house and adapt 

its space to their needs, including a chapel and a Child Care facility. They experienced 
great support and spiritual accompaniment from the local Church, and that encouraged 
them to undertake many different types of service e.g. developing and conducting 

the church choir, facilitating spiritual retreats, sharing the Adorers’ spirituality with 

the laity through prayer groups, opening a child care centre, establishing a Croatian 

Welfare Centre in cooperation with the laity, forming a group to visit the elderly and 
the sick. This last group eventually spread and took the name “Maria De Mattias -
